Tam wntmg to explain my interest in serving on the Commrrtee on Accreditation. -
I have been a member of the School of Education faculty at the University of the
Pacific'sincé August 1986. [ have served as Chair of the Department of
Curriculum and Instruction, where the Mulnple Subject, Single Subject, and
Education Specialist programs are housed, since 1990. Also, 1 have served as
Associate Dean for several years and as Interim Dean of Education for 18 months.
Now, I serve as Department Chair, Director of Teacher Education, and Assistant
Dean of Education.

. State and national accreditation Pohcles and procedures are vital to ensure quality-

programs for the preparation of educators at higher education institutions and
alternative certification programs at county offices of education and school
districts. Accreditation policies help to ensure that candidates for the initial
credential are developing knowledge, skills, and atiributes and dispositions that -
will shape their pracucc as beginning teachers. School districts want to hire
individuals who are serious about practice and can work with state standards, -
district and state curriculum, a variety of instructional approaches, and informal
and formal assessments. The primary goal is that they can enable children to
learn and succeed in school and in their families, communities and employment. °
Additionally, accreditation in California also supports and reviews induction
programs to help new teachers in their first years of teaching to support their
practice and to encourage them to remain in the profession.

I have served on accréditation teams for the BIR. Each time, I have benefited
from the experiences of reviewing program documents, interviewing faculty and
THE administrators, meeting district and county school faculty and site
administrators and advisory board members, interviewing candidates, graduates,
and others associated with the programs, and triangulating data sources to render
decisions about that program’s performance in preparing school professionals.
