Plans for CTEL Programs

Your institution is one of 67 that has previously offered CLAD coursework.  As you may know, the Commission adopted new program standards for California Teachers of English Learners (CTEL) programs leading to the CLAD Certification at the December 2006 meeting.  In this agenda item (http://www.ctc.ca.gov/commission/agendas/2006-11/2006-11-7C.pdf) a timeline was presented and adopted that set January 31, 2008 as the last date for candidates to complete coursework under the previous CLAD guidelines. Effective February 1, 2008, the CTEL Exam will be the only option for teachers who want to earn an English Learner authorization unless CTEL programs have been approved.  The CTEL examination is offered in June and December each year.

As we approach this transitional time, we are gathering information about how many institutions may be submitting CTEL programs and the types of assistance that may be needed. To date, we have received three CTEL program documents for review.  We are preparing to begin the review of these programs in October.  CTEL programs must be approved by the Committee on Accreditation (COA) and the COA will meet in October 2007, January, May, and June 2008.  

It is our goal to be responsive to the needs of both institutions in their preparation of documents and to teachers so that they might have multiple routes to a CLAD certificate.  If an individual has completed some CLAD coursework prior to January 31, 2008 and you offer an approved CTEL program, equivalence may be given for the content of the CLAD coursework that has been completed, but the individual must complete the approved CTEL program to be recommended for the CLAD certification.

If you are still making a decision about submitting a CTEL program, there is a technical assistance meeting scheduled in San Diego on October 3, 2007. If you have any questions, please contact Jo Birdsell (jbirdsell@ctc.ca.gov).
