Context

EXAMPLE 1.
XXXX University is one of ten universities in the XXXX System.  It is a small liberal arts university with a strong school of education that offers multiple subject, single subject, and administrative credentials and several masters programs.  XXXXX last accreditation site visit was in spring 2000.  Since this visit there have been numerous changes:

· Approval of 2042 Multiple and Single Subject Preparation Programs (2003)

· Approval of administrative credential program (2006)

· Implementation of the Teaching Performance Assessment (2003)

· New School of Education Dean

· Addition of an Associate Dean

· Addition of an Off-site campus in XXXX , CA

· Two additional masters in education programs

XXXXX  School of Education served 193 preliminary education specialist candidates in 2006-07 at its three Regional Centers:

Center X Regional Center has grown from 12 candidates in 2004-05 when it started to 38 candidates in 2005-06 with an increase to 68 candidates in 2006-07.  The twenty-seven (27) 2006-07 program completers were part of this study.  Twenty five of the program completers were pursuing mild-moderate credentials and two were completing the moderate-severe credential.  Sixteen (16) of the 27 program completers were serving as interns in districts with collaborative partnerships with XXX where evidence of candidate proficiency from coursework and intern professional development were deliberately blended.
Twenty-four (24) of the 27 program completers were white and 5 were male.  Eleven (11) of the candidates were over the age of 30 with 6 over the age of 40.  Twenty-five (25) of the candidates were seeking their first teaching credential.  Twelve (12) of the 27 candidates completed their clinical practice in a middle school or high school setting.

There were no outstanding issues from a previous accreditation.  The mild-moderate program was approved in 2003 and the moderate-severe program was approved in 2005, with the EL authorization added to both credentials in June 2007.  

EXAMPLE III.
XXXX Graduate School of Education has enjoyed a long history of preparing teachers and other education leaders for California and our nation’s schools.  Each member of the faculty exemplifies Christian values in daily teaching.  XXX Teacher Education program is an innovative learning community where faulty, staff, and students of diverse cultures and perspectives work collaboratively to foster academic excellence, social purpose, meaningful service, and personal fulfillment.
As a program within a Christian university, teacher education endeavors to educate and motivate students to assume leadership roles in professions that improve and enrich the lives of individuals, families and communities.  XXX offers the SB 2042 Preliminary Teaching Credential for Multiple and Single Subject instruction with English Language Learner authorization.  The program at the XXX campus offers and undergraduate, integrated credential program.  The Graduate School of Education offers a graduate program that combines a Masters of Arts in Education.  It has four graduate campuses in XXXX, XXXX, XXX, and XXXX in California.

Located in XXXX, XXX’s candidates study and teach in one of the most culturally and linguistically diverse locations in the nation.  The university specifically supports the reading and language arts program of the local schools by providing supplemental tutoring to English speaking and English Language Learners through a supervised practicum experience.  This unique course feature greatly contributes to the student’s success in methods and reading instruction and preparation for the RICA exam, while serving the needs of neighborhood schools.

The Associate Directors of Field Experience at the four graduate campuses continually enrich the experiences of their student teachers by involvement at many levels with their practice schools, thus deepening the ties and partnership with the K-12 learning communities and XXXX.

XXX’s student center approach to learning provides ample opportunity for faculty to create tight-knit relationships with students and to demonstrate this model for student use in their own classrooms.  

	Significant Changes Since Last Accreditation Visit in March 2000

	Implemented the SB 2042 Credential Program for the Preliminary Multiple and Single Subject with English Learner Authorization.

	XXX campus, headquartered at XXX, moved to XXXX.

	Signed agreement with XXXX Elementary School (in XXX) and XXXX Community Charter School (XXX) as PDS schools.

	Hired a new director of teacher education and associate director of teacher education.

	In XXXX, the XXXX university joined the PACT consortium and has plans to pilot it in the spring 2008 with full implementation in the fall 2008.  The faculty members are currently having conversations about making the changes to make the adjustments to move toward the PACT.

	Fieldwork experience increased from three phases of approximately 8 weeks each to three phases of at least 10-16 weeks to cover an entire 16 week term.


EXAMPLE 4.

XXXXXXXX is approved by the California Commission on Teacher Credentialing (CCTC) to prepare and recommend candidates for Single Subject teaching credentials at two different sites: XXXX and XXXX.  Approved as meeting the new Multiple Subject and Single Subject Program Standards (SB 2042) in April 2003, it implemented the new standards in Fall 2003, and began a pilot implementation of the California Teaching Performance Assessment (Cal TPA) in the 2004-2005 academic year.  Since that time, the Cal TPA has been a requirement for program completion for all Single Subject candidates.  In Spring 2002, XXXX was approved to offer Education Specialist Mild/Moderate Level I teaching credential; its Education Specialist Mild/Moderate Level II was approved in Fall 2002 and its SB 2042 Fifth Year Program was approved in Fall 2005.

XXXXX is unique in offering an integrated model of teacher preparation for candidates in its Single Subject and Education Specialist credential programs.  It is only one of eight California colleges and universities to offer a dual credential program for candidates wishing to earn an educational specialist and Single Subject credential concurrently.  Candidates are required to complete coursework in both credential areas and participate in supervised student teaching or intern assignments in special education and general education classrooms.  

On the XXXXX campus, programs leading to a preliminary Single Subject credential are offered in two different formats for candidates interested in student teaching: an accelerated two-semester program and a part-time three-semester program.  An internship credential program is available for Single Subject candidates who are currently employed as teachers with participating school districts.  Since internship candidates are teaching in classrooms, these candidates participate in a part-time program.  All programs provide candidates with the skills and abilities needed to work successfully with California’s diverse student populations.  Supervised student teaching and internship placements are available in XXXX, XXXXX, XXXXX, and XXXXX counties.  

In XXXX offers two options for completing the Single Subject credential requirements. A one-year supervised student teaching program is available, as is a two-year internship credential program for all candidates. All programs begin in the fall semester only, with classes held on afternoons, weekends, and evenings to meet the needs of working adults.  Supervised student teaching and internship placements are available in XX, XXX, and XXXX counties.  Depending on student enrollment and geographic density, some classes may be held in XXX, XXX, and XXX.

In Fall 2000, the University adopted an Educational Effectiveness Plan, which calls for annual Program Assessment Reports from each degree/program and a Program Review by external reviewers, on a six-year cycle, for each degree/program.  The University Program Assessment Report focuses specifically upon progress in meeting the Student Learning Outcomes (PSLO) and asks each program to select one SLO as a “longitudinal” outcome that will be tracked over several years, and one additional SLO.  For credential programs, with mandated accreditation reviews, the University Program Review and the state accreditation review are combined.  This Program Review includes data on candidate learning as well as an evaluation of program factors (administration, resources, admissions and advising, faculty quality, curriculum coherence, etc.).  The Single Subject Programs have been participating in the Educational Effectiveness Plan since 2002-2003.

In the past year, the School of Education, under the leadership of Dean XXX, has revised its mission statement to reflect current understandings about learning, teaching and inclusive education.  Its new mission is:

The School of Education faculty develops educators who demonstrate moral and ethical purpose, apply current educational and information literacy theories, use intercultural knowledge in the classroom, and sustain professional excellence to serve the needs of a democratic and diverse society.
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
