.  During that 

time, members of the workgroup have discussed a number of accreditation related topics.   

During this agenda item, the four members of the Committee who are currently serving 

on the workgroup, as well as Commission staff, will update the Committee on the status 

of deliberations on each of these topical areas and COA members will share their 

perspectives about these discussions.  The purpose of this activity is to ensure that all 

Committee members are informed of the nature and content of the workgroup discussions 

on each topic area, and to garner feedback from Committee members that will help 

inform future workgroup discussions.
