The Commission on Teacher Credentialing is currently seeking applications from individuals to serve as panel members to review and revise, as appropriate, the Designated Subjects adult Education Credential Program Standards. The advisory panel will consist of individuals who are California K-12 teachers, IHE teacher educators, and program administrators.
The present Designated Subjects Adult Education Program Standards have been in effect over ten years. It is important to update the Adult Education Program Standards to meet the current needs in adult education. The purpose of the study and revision of the standards is to reduce barriers and redundancy in teacher credentialing, streamline the credentialing process and ensure that the new  standards include new content that reflects best practices today that demonstrate the knowledge and skills that for teaching adults.

The Role of the Program Standards Advisory Panel Members 
Panelists will play a significant role in assessing the current program standards for consistency with other teacher preparation standards and current education requirements. The panel members will serve under the direction of the Commission. During the meetings, members will receive a comprehensive orientation so that they may effectively understand and carry out the required activities. 

Location and Time of Meeting

The panel members will participate in several meetings during the summer and fall of 2008.  The meetings will be held at the Commission on Teacher Credentialing offices at 1900 Capitol Avenue, Sacramento. Each reviewer is expected to (a) participate actively in the meeting, (b) review written materials in preparation for the meetings, and (c) reflect on multiple perspectives regarding this complex project.

Qualifications
Panel Members need to have one or more of the following qualifications:  
· Experience as credentialed California adult educator 
· California adult teacher educator who has at least three years of experience in an approved CA adult education  teacher preparation program    
· Experience as an administrator of a public adult education program.
Reimbursement of Expenses

The Commission will pay necessary travel and lodging expenses for the Designated Subjects Adult Education Credential Advisory Panel Members.  If necessary, the Commission will also reimburse school districts for the cost of a substitute teacher for panelists who are public school classroom teachers. The Commission is not permitted to provide stipends or honoraria.
